. Notarized copy of Credentials Evaluation (FCCPT, ICD, ICA, IERF, etc.)

. Copy of TOEFL,TWE,TSE results (if applicable)

. Copy of employment agreement between company and the therapist (if w/H1b visa)
. Signed contract and completed packet application for Applicants already in the US.
. Visa Screen

. Eligibility letter
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State License (if applicable)

We must know:

-Your failure and passing dates for all states in which you have sought licensure if applicable
-Exact dates of unauthorized employment (if w/ other visa other than H1b)

-Copy of Contract with previous company or Release from Contract

-Exact dates of unemployment in the U.S. (if applicable)
